AGAIN TO INCLUDE THOSE ISSUES. Now HIsS CANAL ZONE COLLECTION

HE ALSO PROUDLY BOASTS A COLLECTION OF US SPACE ISSUES
BEGINNING WITH PROJECT MERCURY. HARRISON, A RETIRED
ARCHITECT, IS A LONG-TIME CHATTANOOGAN AS WELL AS A LONG-TIME
CLUB MEMBER. HE IS A MEMBER OF THE CHATTANOOGA HALF-CENTURY
CLUB AND HAS SERVED THREE TERMS AS STAMP CLUB PRESIDENT.
HARRISON HAS BEEN SAILING SINCE 1943 AND HAS HIS OWN SAILBOAT.
