The
collecting of number one’s from all over the world. This could
be as per Scott catalogs or any of your favorite stamp
catalogs. Theideais to collect ONLY the first stamp issued by
all the countries of the world.

Let’s take a look at some of the stamps that would be in your
collection.

UNITED STATES OF AMERICA
The First General Issue of United States Postage Stamps
Was in 1847.

Scott #1 - Such a monumental
event! Yet on the day of issue,
the stamps were only
delivered to one U.S Post
Office!

Congress finally provided for
the issuance of stamps by
passing an act on March 3,
1847, and the Postmaster-
General immediately let a
contract to the New York City
engraving firm of Rawdon,
Wright, Hatch, and Edson. The
first stamp issue of the U.S.
was offered for sale on July 1, 1847, in NYC, with Boston
receiving stamps the following day and other cities thereafter.
They consisted of an engraved 5-cent red brown stamp
depicting Benjamin Franklin (the first postmaster of the US),
and a 10-cent value in black with George Washington. As for
all U.S. stamps until 1857, they were imperforate.
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The 5 cent stamp paid for a letter weighing less than 1 oz and
travelling less than 300 miles, the 10 cent stamp for deliveries
to locations greater than 300 miles, or, twice the weight
deliverable for the 5 cent stamp.

It was discovered that black was A
not the best color choice for

a stamp, as the killers did not
show over the black, so they
changed the color to red, thus the

issuance of the Penny Red.

Yoy POSTAGE

A un-perforated Penny Red,
letters in four corners and plate
148, therefore printed 1871 or
later.

The Victorian Age saw an

explosion of experimentation. The inefficiency of using
scissors to cut stamps from the sheet inspired trials with
rouletting (the Archer Roulette), and then with perforation,
which became standard practice in 1854.
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As afirst issue collector you may want to collect the country’s
first chronologically issued stamp.

DahomeySc#8, Yvert#l
25c black on rose paper: issued 1899

Denmark Sc#2, AFA#1
4 R.B.S. brown issued April,
1851

OR you might want to collect a country’s #1 stamp listed by
the catalog of your choice.

ISSUE: 90514
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Denmark Sc#1
2 R.B.S. blue issued May, 1851

OR you might want to collect first issues per when the
government changes in a country. Here are three examples of
‘first-issues’ from the same country.

When Nigeria became a British
colony they issued this stamp and
Scott catalog shows it as number
one.

This is also number 1 in Stanley-
Gibbons catalog.

Nigeria Sc#1, SG#1
British Colony: issued 1914
